conferences, preparing reports and press releases, editing publications including the 
‘European View’, updating the website and databases, communicating with member-

parties, EPP Groups, associations and other affiliated organizations, liaising with officials 
from the European institutions, etc.

� You must hold a university degree. Additional educational qualifications are welcome  
 

� You must be fluent in English. Adequate knowledge of one or two more languages is 
considered an asset 
 

� Computer literacy and internet experience 
 

� Experience in party politics is not a prerequisite but is considered an asset 
 
Remuneration 

 
Remuneration for interns is comparable to the internship programmes offered at the 

European institutions. For accommodation, organizational assistance will be provided.
